3. BEFORE INSTALLATION
WARNING

Static electricity can cause an explosion
of flammable liquid, vapor or gas in any
vehicle or trailer. To reduce risk of
serious injury when filling containers:

-Always place container on the ground
before filling.
-Keep the nozzle in contact with the
container while you are filling it.
-Use only approved containers for
flammable liquid.

・This product protects your vehicle from being soiled, damaged, or getting wet by small amounts of water.  However, the
product itself may be soiled or damaged, or get wet.

・When cleaning the cargo liner, use warm water or diluted mild detergent.
・Never use any organic solvent such as thinner or benzene.
・Rinse cargo liner thoroughly with water and allow it to dry before reinstalling.
・  When not using the cargo liner, wash the liner with water and dry it completely before storing it on a flat surface.  To prevent

deformation when storing, do not place any heavy object on top of the liner.
